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finance to arts non-profits. This summer,
she placed candidates in fields as diverse as
pharmacy, law and cooking.

Jabbawy said that since companies pre-
fer interns who are juniors and seniors in
college, it can be especially challenging for
college freshmen and sophomores to find
an internship. “If they want to land the
prestigious name and company, freshmen
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like that.”

Her mother, Nancy Shea, provides
another perspective. “Kelly tends to be late.
And you sort of see how much you can get
away with at school, but I've seen how she
is pretty seriously watching her watch to get
to her internship on time. It is instilling a
sense of responsibility and she’s realizing
it’s a serious commitment,” said Shea. She
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
